Arrangements 

This year, we will return to the Convention Centre Dublin where attendees will be able to pick from 

over 30 sessions; delivered in 5 parallel streams and 2 plenary sessions. There will also be plenty of 

time to network and catch up over the light breakfast upon arrival, tea/coffee breaks and the lunch 

break!

When making your reservation, please make sure to select 

which parallel session you will be attending during each time-slot so that we can ensure we have ample 

space to accommodate everyone. This year we have over 30 sessions; delivered in 6 parallel streams 

throughout the day and 2 plenary sessions. The parallel sessions include an extended session focusing 

on communication skills (across 2 parallel sessions [block 4 and block 5]) and a 1-hour professionalism 

CPD event [block 6]. 

Keynote Presenter: 

The sessions will start at 9.00am (after the light breakfast which is from 8.20am – 8.50am) with a 

presentation from our keynote presenter, Minister of State Jennifer Carroll MacNeill, Minister of State 

at the Department of Finance with responsibility for Financial Services, Credit Unions and Insurance. 

Buddy System: 

If you are attending the Convention and would like to meet people who will be attending similar 

parallel sessions, or to have a chat with during the breaks/lunch, you can sign up for a Convention 

Buddy. You can do this by emailing events@actuaries.ie. We will then match you with a suitable buddy, 

who will either be a member of one of the Society’s Committees or another attendee. You will meet 

with this person at the Convention Buddy meeting point on the Liffey floor before the first session. 

Also, members of the Society’s Diversity, Equity, Inclusion & Accessibility (DEAI) Committee will have 

stickers on their name labels on the day, so please feel free to approach them at any point during the 

Convention. 

Quiet Room: 

A Quiet Room will be available for those who would like respite from the activities of the Convention. 

This room will be quiet, dimly lit, with ample personal space and away from strong smells. If you avail 

of this room, we would ask you to be respectful of others using this space and do not use it for phone 

calls or meetings. This room will be clearly signposted and directions can be provided by any member 

of the Convention Centre staff. 

Lactation Room: 

A Lactation Room will also be made available. The room will have a comfortable chair, table, power 

outlet and refrigeration will be available. This room will be clearly signposted and directions can be 

provided by any member of the Convention Centre staff.
