Pierce Kent
Pierce Kent is Corporate Governance Specialist at the Institute of Directors Centre for Corporate Governance at UCD. A Chartered Accountant by profession, he is a former President of the Institute of Chartered Accountants in Ireland and a founder member of the Chartered Accountants Joint Ethics Committee. He has chaired the ICAI Ethics Committee and is a former member of their Disciplinary Tribunal. He represented Ireland on the International Federation of Accountants (IFAC) Ethics Committee and chaired the IFAC "Ethical Standards for Employed Professional Accountants" Committee. 

Pierce is a member of the Disciplinary Panel of the Society of Actuaries in Ireland. He is also Chairman of the Arts Council’s Appeals Committee. He has acted for the Institute of Certified Public Accountants in Ireland as their "Subject Expert" for Auditing since 2001. 

Pierce is a founder director of Griffith College Dublin and non-executive director of a number of Irish companies involved in Derivative Trading, Training and Education. 

He is a regular speaker at the Institute of Directors Centre courses and assists the Academic Director in course design. He also lectures on the Centre’s Diploma in Corporate Governance and is a Senior Fellow with the Master of Accounting Programme at the Michael Smurfit Graduate School of Business. 
In the last few years, Pierce has presented at several of the Society’s Professionalism Events and we are delighted to welcome him back to share his thoughts on ethics in business and the impacts on actuaries. 

David Clarke
David Clarke is a solicitor in private practice.  He qualified in 1970 and became a partner in what is now the firm McCann FitzGerald in 1972.  His work has always been concentrated in contentious commercial and equity matters.  Much of his practice now is advisory – relating to the assessment and management of legal risks generally - including those arising in professions and modern sectoral regulation.  This work entails advice about, among other things, the presentation of economic argument in a legal context, ‘behavioural’ competition risks and issues of private international law.  
Among public disputes in recent years, David has acted as solicitor in the litigation relating to the licensing of the nuclear plant at Sellafield and to ‘risk equalisation’ in the health insurance industry.  He has acted as a solicitor and advocate before most of the public tribunals of inquiry sitting within the last ten years.  He is currently engaged as solicitor in litigation on behalf of significant investors in Madoff-related funds.  
David was for many years head of McCann FitzGerald’s Litigation Department.  He is responsible for the general management of the firm’s professional risks and their insurance.
